The Two Theories. 

" There are two fundamentally an­
tagonistic r̂iewe of tho relation" of 
government to this inherent tenden­

cy. One theory i» that the oppor­
tunity of the rujh must not be re­
strained. Its leading idea is that a 
man must bo" allowed to do what he 
ohooaee with his own wealth and 
power, no matter who may Buffer 
from the indulgence of his inelinu-
tions. The other is that the' power 
'of the rich must not be exercised so 
as to destroy the opportunity of the 
poor. • 

It is between these two diametri­
cally opposite theoriee that all econ­
omic battlee are. fought. The claim 
of the one is always that tho right of 
the rich to use tho power thoy have 
domed from successful ventures, 
from inheritance, or from combina­
tions of power and avoidnnco of risk 
and liability, shall not be restricted; 
the contention of the other is always* 
that Borne restriction upon tho op­
portunity of tho wealc .shall ho4 re­
moved! 'V 

Free trade is the broadest, the 
fullest, and most pronounced expon­
ent of the first of these theories. 1\a 
claim is that, however much the poor 
may suffer, the - opportunity of tho 
rioh to buy, for the least money ami 
sell for the largest profit muat not 
be interfered with. Money iB tho 
only measure of prosperity; men 
must take care of themselves. "If tho. 
poor grow pooror it is merely be­
cause they, are not strong enough to 
stand competition. It nieana/ abso: 
lute freedom for tho strong to prej 
upon the weak; it is free in tho sense 
only that it meanB unrestricted exer­
cise of the power of accumulated 
capital and tho increased dependence 
of those who have only tho wealth of 
labor.—Tourgee. -

Another object ion 
Is the muddy water that comes Into the 
tho uiuius|duriiur floods. Th i s muddy 
water, If contaminated only by clay held 
In suspension, would be of i tse l f no very 
serious objection, except to the eye ,»ad 
in .the laundry, but clay Is uot the only 
objectionable feature, impuri t ies of
